SO...WHAT DO YOU DO
WHEN FACED WITH THE IMPOSSIBLE?

1) We must turn to Christ

“...seek first his kingdom and his righteousness, and all these things
will be given to you as well.” Matthew 6:33 (NIV)

2) We must listen to His instruction

"Be still, and know that I am God, I will be exalted among the
nations, I will be exalted in the earth.” Psalm 46:10 (NIV)

3) We must do what He says to do

“Jesus said, "Have the people sit down." There was plenty of grass
in that place, and the men sat down, about five thousand of them.”
V. 10

4) We must prayerfully thank God for what we
already have & willingly decide to give it to Jesus

“Jesus then took the loaves, gave thanks, and distributed to those
who were seated as much as they wanted.
